Insert the CF frame from the 
outside of the cabinet.

Fasten the hexagon nuts on the 
backside.

Achieve a 0.1-1.0 mm gap 
between the two halves when held 
against the cable/pipe.

Lubricate all modules for the frame 
thoroughly, both the inside and the 
outside surfaces.

Adapt modules which are to hold 
cables or pipes by peeling off 
layers until you reach the gap seen 
in pic. 7. The halves may not differ  
by more than one layer.

Lubricate the inside surfaces of 
the frame with Roxtec Lubricant, 
especially into the corners.

Insert the counter frame from the 
inside of the cabinet.

	 For optimum reliability, wait 24 hours or longer after installation before exposing the cables/pipes to strain or pressure.

Insert the modules according to 
your installation plan (transit plan).

Tighten the compression unit to 
seal the frame. Recommended 
torque 8-12 Nm.
