Aperture dimensions and wall thickness

Installation instructions

Insert the back plate halves from 
the installation side.

2

Fix the halves with the two 
cross-slotted screws.

3

Lubricate thoroughly the com-
pression rubber with Roxtec 
Lubricant.

4

Fit the compression rubber 
around the cables by using the 
pre-opened long side.
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Disassembly
Reverse order

Note
 	 For optimum reliability, wait 24 hours or longer after installation before exposing the cables/pipes to strain or pressure.

	 To be used with: CM components.

Place the compression rubber from 
the outside of the cabinet.

Lubricate all modules thoroughly, 
both the inside and the outside 
surfaces.

Insert the modules from the instal-
lation side.

11

Tighten the torx screws when all 
modules are in place. Always start 
with the short sides. 
Minimum 8 Nm.

Fix the front plate parts loosely 
over the compression rubber with 
the torx screws.

Achieve a 0.1-1.0 mm gap be-
tween the two halves when held 
against the cable/pipe.

Adapt modules which are to hold 
cables or pipes by peeling off lay-
ers until you reach the gap seen in 
pic. 8. The halves may not differ  
by more than one layer.
